Directions for constructing your invitations:

(Note: If using our new 18” x 24” sized sheets, you basically do the first procedure twice)

1) Place the full 12” x 18” paper on a hard, flat surface.

2) Place your 5” x 7” template on one corner of the sheet, score (using your bone folder) around the template using moderate pressure.

3) Repeat until you have five outlines on your 12” x 18” sheet.  See diagram below. (you must be sure to stay within the 5x7 size, if you are not careful you will exceed the limits of your envelope)

4) Fold the full 12” x 18” sheet of handmade paper along the longest score mark and crease the folded edge heavily with your bone folder.

5) Open the sheet up and gently tear along the creased edge. Make sure that the tearing pressure is directed to only one point.  Do this by holding one folded side flat on the table with the other side raised in the air.  You should gently pull toward yourself in order to have more control over the direction of the tear.

6) Fold, crease and tear along each of the scored sections, you will have two small sections of extra paper and five 5x7 invitations.

7) Important!  Be sure to construct one invitation completely before tearing all of your paper!



Now, you need to take one clear invitation overlay and center it on the flat card.  Do this with the invitation face up flat on the edge of a table with the top edge of the invitation closest to you.  Place the template (business card size with 2 holes at the top) flush with the top of the clear invitation insert.  Using a 1/8 inch diameter hole punch, punch through the invitation overlay and flat card.

Once you have your holes punched, break off a section of the botanical attachment and push it gently through the two holes, bending the paper not the flower.  Be sure not to use too large of a section.

When putting your completed invitation in the envelope, use an extra response card to cover the attachment in order to slide it inside unharmed.  Make sure to remove this extra response card every time.
