Directions for constructing your invitations:

(Note: If using our new 18” x 24” sized sheets, you basically do the first procedure twice)

1) Measure just over 6” in from the short side of the 12” x 18” sheets of handmade paper.

2) Lay a straight edge (ruler) across the paper at the 6” mark and use a scoring tool (blunt edged butter knife or similar tool) to make a mild indentation (score mark) along the edge of the ruler.

3) Remove the ruler and fold carefully along the scored mark.

4) Crease the paper heavily along folded edge.

5) Open the sheet up and gently tear along the creased edge.  Make sure that the tearing pressure is directed to only one point.  Do this by holding one folded side flat on the table with the other side raised in the air.  You should gently pull toward yourself in order to have more control over the direction of the tear. 

You should now have one 6” x 12” section of paper and one 12” x 12” section of paper.

Fold the 12” x 12” piece of paper in half and repeat step 5.

You can increase accuracy by holding the ruler very firmly against the paper and tearing against the ruler.  If you choose to use the ruler you need to then smooth out the mark that the ruler makes, you can do this with your fingernail or your scoring tool.

You should now have 3, 6” x 12” sections.

For this part of the construction you should be working on a large piece of paper that you can draw measurements on. Draw an inverted 'T' and measure approximately 4 5/8" to the right of the vertical line You should place a tick mark at this point.  Lay the 6x12 piece face up (with the smooth side down) on your table.  Fold the right panel in to the tick mark.  This should create a panel that is roughly 3 5/8" wide.  Now rotate the card 180 degrees so that you can fold the other panel in to the same point.  This panel should also measure 3 5/8" wide.  Both panels should be creased with the bone folder in order to lay flat.

Be careful that you fold the invitation small enough to fit inside the envelope.

Now, you need to take one clear invitation overlay and center it inside the folded bifold.  Do this with the invitation face up flat on the edge of a table with the top edge of the invitation closest to you.  Place the template (business card size with 2 holes at the top) flush with the top of the clear invitation insert.  Using a 1/8 inch diameter hole punch, punch through the invitation overlay and bifold.

Once you have your holes punched, break off a section of the flower attachment (misty) and push it gently through the two holes, bending the paper not the flower.

Now, with the invitation ready to go, close the flaps of the bifold so that the left flap is on top (it should open like a standard American book.
