Directions for constructing your invitations:

(Note: If using our new 18” x 24” sized sheets, you basically do the first procedure twice)

1) Use the completed invitation sample as your model.

2) Measure 7” in from the short side of the 12” x 18” sheets of handmade paper.

3) Lay a straight edge (ruler) across the paper at the 7” mark and use your bone folder to make a mild indentation (score mark) along the edge of the ruler.

4) Remove the ruler and fold carefully along the scored mark.

5) Crease the paper heavily with the bone folder along folded edge.

6) Open and gently tear along the folded edge.

7) Repeat steps one through six.

You should now have two 7” x 12” sections of paper.

Fold and crease these into the same size and shape as the model invitation, be careful that you fold the invitation small enough to fit inside the envelope.  Make sure to crease the folded edge of your bifold so that the panels sit flat in the envelope.

Now, you need to take one clear invitation overlay and center it inside the folded bifold.  Do this with the invitation face up flat on the edge of a table with the top edge of the invitation closest to you.  Place the template (business card size with 2 holes at the top) flush with the top of the clear invitation insert.  Using a 1/8 inch diameter hole punch, punch through the invitation overlay and bifold.

Once you have your holes punched, break off a section of the flower attachment (misty) and push it gently through the two holes, bending the paper not the flower.  Make sure to use only a small amount of the flower attachment.  If you try to include too much, your invitation will be too bulky for the post office to handle.

Now, with the invitation ready to go, close the flaps of the bifold so that the left flap is on top (it should open like a standard American book.
